The 1-st FRRC - Siemens Call for Applications for Young Scientist Fellowships 2011
FAIR- Russia Research Center (FRRC) and LLC “Siemens” (Moscow) provides Master Student fellowship, PhD fellowships and postdoctoral fellowships to enable young scientists to carry out a research project at their institution in Russian Federation, with Russian or European supervising partner. The project proposal must deal with research and development (R&D) related to the topics including FAIR (Facility for Antiproton and Ion Research) program, as follows:

a) accelerator physics and technologies;

b) nuclear medicine, including PET diagnostics;

c) electronuclear facilities, including accelerator driven systems and spallation targets;

d) particle detection and control systems;

e) material research including radiative material studies;
Fellowships can be carried out in all scientific fields (a – e) listed above. 
The conditions of each of the calls are specified in the call announcements hereinafter. Proposals or applications must meet all eligibility criteria specified therein, must be in English and complete and arrive at FRRC by e-mail (frrc@itep.ru) before the deadline (December 30, 2010). 

The selection of proposals will be carried out by LLC “Siemens”, with the support of FRRC.

Master student fellowship: students for the FRRC fellowship must successfully completed 4-th year of one of certified Russian universities (or institutes). Fellowship must be a permanent resident of Russian Federation. . S/he must be recommended by a Russian or European supervisor. The duration of the fellowship will one year (with one year prolongation opportunity). The maximum allowable funding for a PhD fellowship is up to 6000 € for the one year. This will include a monthly individual grant of 400 € whilst in RF, and honorary for student’s supervisor.

PhD fellowship: scientists eligible for the FRRC fellowship must be 35 years of age or less at the submission deadline and must be a citizen and permanent resident of Russian Federation. The young scientist must be recommended by a Russian or European supervisor. The duration of the fellowship will one year (with one year prolongation opportunity). The maximum allowable funding for a PhD fellowship is up to 9000 € for the one year. This will include a monthly individual grant of 600 € whilst in RF, and honorary for PhD student’s supervisor.

Postdoctoral fellowship: scientists eligible for the FRRC fellowship must be 40 years of age or less at the submission deadline and must be a citizen and permanent resident of Russian Federation. Fellows (i.e. those who hold a doctoral or candidate degree) working at a RF scientific organization may apply for a fellowship to continue their research according to a work programme of high scientific quality. The young scientist must hold a research position in a Russian institute and must have published at least three scientific publications in reviewed international journals. S/he must be recommended by Russian or European supervisor. 

The duration of the fellowship one year (with one year prolongation opportunity). The maximum allowable funding is up to 12000 € for the year. This will include a monthly individual grant of 800 € whilst in the RF, and honorary for young scientist’s supervisor.
